Researchers of Lithuanian and general literature, history, language, theology, philosophy, art, music, theatre and educational science are kindly invited to take part in the conference.

Basic thematic directions:
· Analysis and interpretations – literary, linguistic, cultural, textual, historical, philosophical, theological, mythological and didactic – of Kristijonas Donelaitis’s texts.
· Kristijonas Donelaitis and the readings of his texts in art, music, literature, theatre and school.

· Translations of Kristijonas Donelaitis’s texts: The meanings of Donelaitis in other national cultures.

· Personality of Donelaitis in the development of Lithuanian, Lithuania’s and European cultures.
· Meaningful contexts of Donelaitis’s oeuvre

The working languages of the conference are Lithuanian, German, Russian and English. If the speakers are going to use other languages, they will be asked to provide an electronic version of a Lithuanian translation.

The length of a presentation is 15 to 20 minutes.
The conference will take place in the Lithuanian National Philharmonic Society and the Lithuanian Museum of Applied Art (Arsenal).
Papers based on the materials submitted to the conference will be published as a single compilation or in a scientific journal Senoji Lietuvos literatūra (Early Lithuanian literature)
